BATHROOM CLEANING AND RESTOCKING 
DAILY PROCEDURES

(Walls, Toilets, Stall Walls, Sinks, Cabinets/Shelves, Mirrors, Trash Cans, Floors)
1. PREPARATION
a. Assemble all cleaning materials needed for Daily Cleaning Process (see Cleaning Material Supply List)
b. Put on gloves
2. WALLS AND BASEBOARDS
a. Using the dust mop, dust the walls from top to bottom.
b. Using the dust mop, dust all baseboards.
3. TOILETS

a. Using toilet bowl cleaner and a toilet brush, clean the inside and top rim of the toilet.  Using paper towels, dry the top rim of the toilet.

b. Prepare disinfectant cleaning solution according to directions on label.

c. Using paper towels wet with the disinfectant cleaning solution clean the toilet tank lids, toilet tanks and outside of the toilet bowls.  Using paper towels, dry the same areas just cleaned.
4. STALL WALLS / DOOR

a. Using paper towels wet with the disinfectant cleaning solution clean the front, back, top, bottom and all sides of stall walls.  Using paper towels, dry the same areas just cleaned.

b. Using paper towels wet with the disinfectant cleaning solution clean the front, back, top, bottom and sides of stall doors.  Using paper towels, dry the same areas just cleaned.
5. SINKS

a. Using the disinfectant cleaning solution clean all sinks making sure to remove any rust or remaining stains with the cleanser.  
b. Rinse sink well after cleaning to remove any residue left by the cleaning agents.
6. MIRRORS

a. Using the glass window cleaner and paper towels, clean all mirrors. When completed, mirrors should be free of dust, streaks and smudges.
7. EMPTY/FILL

a. Remove all trash bags from trashcans.

b. Using the disinfectant cleaning solution clean all trash cans.  

c. Put new trash bags in all trash cans.

d. Using the disinfectant cleaning solution clean all trash cans clean all soap dispensers.

e. Refill all soap dispensers

f. Replace any empty toilet tissue rolls.
8. FLOORS
a. Remove all cleaning materials from restroom.
b. Sweep floor and remove any items ‘stuck’ to the floor.

c. Using the disinfectant cleaning solution, mop all floors.

d. Pour out cleaning solution and replace with clean water.

e. Rinse all cleaning solution out of mop.

f. Using clean water, mop over floor.

g. Prop the restroom door open.

h. Place ‘Wet Floor’ signs at entrance of restroom.

i. Once floor is dry, remove the ‘Wet Floor’ sign and remove the restroom door prop.
9.  SIGN ‘RESTROOM ACCOUNTABILITY ROSTER’ located on back of restroom door and return cleaning materials to their proper storage area.  
10.  REPORT any maintenance needs such as leaks, dripping faucets, clogged drains or toilets or defective lighting to management.
